M.E.N.D.’s Recommended Check List
For Parents of Infant Loss

~       Get A lock of hair.  

Have a Ziplock or special envelope on hand
~      Take pictures of the baby (all family members with 
baby, different positions, etc.)    

Have disposable cameras available.  Ask patient if they would like an appointment with  Now I Lay me Down to Sleep.  
~      Hold your baby. 
Encourage all family members and friends to do so.
~      Encourage sibling involvement, if age appropriate.
~      Name your baby (at any gestation).  
~      Take home clothing, blankets, wristband, tape measure, cap, gown, and anything tangible that came in contact with the baby.  

Have a box/bag available for parents to gather these things
~      Make sure to get the ID card and birth certificate (with 
hand and footprints) 
The same procedures as with a live baby

~      Ask for literature (i.e. resources, support groups, websites, etc.)   
Could be given all in a folder.
